ENTRIES No entry will be considered complete until the full Entry Fee, Auto’s £35.00, Juniors – Seniors £55.00 and  Adults £65.00. All entries must be received by 31st July otherwise a late entry fee of £10.00 will be charged.
SIGNING ON & SCRUTINEERING     Will be open: Friday 13th August 7.30am
Riders not having signed on by this time will be considered not to be entering the meeting and reserves will be taken.

MARSHALLS All riders must provide a Marshall, over the age of 18, who may be required to report for Marshalling Duties on both days of the Meeting should the need arise. Any Marshall who causes a delay to racing by not reporting for duty at the correct time, or by being absent from their point may cause the Rider/s for whom they are responsible to be penalised in their next race or excluded from the meeting.

It is the responsibility of the Marshall to find out when they are required for duty. First half Marshalls must not leave their point before being relieved by the second half Marshall unless instructed to do so by Race Officials. Only the signed on Marshall is allowed to be at/on a Marshall point.

RACE ORDER ITIMES AND LIMITATION Race Order and Practice Order will be set by the Clerk of the Course 

and will normally be announced or displayed on the day.

At the discretion of the Clerk of the Course race times can be varied with prior or subsequent notification

or announcement in order that environmental/circuit conditions and times can best be considered,.., ~

SCORING SYSTEM Points for each race will be awarded as follows:- ,30 27 25 23 21 19 17 15 13 11 10 9 8 7 6 5 4  3 2 1 . Only riders who complete the track and pass the chequered flag will be given points. All races mustbe entered except in case of injury or breakdown. In normal events this will be five races, three on the first

day, two on the second. The best four from five will count to the final result. If a rider is disciplined and

points deducted, that race will count to the final result. The decision of the Organisers will be final. The Organisers reserve the right to cut the number of races should the conditions demand it and under normal circumstances, one block will be dropped from the results. If a block of racing is not fully completed during the event, then that block will not count, for all groups.

USE OF MACHINES Riders will only be allowed to change machines if their first choice of machine breaks down and will only be allowed to change back with the permission of the Chief Scrutineer. All machines ridden must have been scrutineered and have been practised on by the rider for at least one lap. Riders having more than one machine must practise on both during the practise time for their class. They must then decide on which machine they wish to compete. Once riders have come 'Under Starters Orders' they will not be allowed to change machines until their next race. Riders will be deemed to be 'Under Starters Orders' when told to start their engines by the Starter. (This will normally be during the last lap of the previous race).

Parents and Mechanics will not be allowed in the Start Area once the riders are under Starters Orders. Cadet parents will be allowed to stay in the Start Area but will have to stand six feet behind their Rider during the start. Machines may only be ridden on the Track, Track Run Off and Start Area and must only

be ridden by the signed on competitor or Track Marshall. In all other areas machines must be pushed or should conditions warrant it then riders will be allowed to walk their machines with engines running. Riders not complying with this regulation may be penalised at the start of their next race.

PROTESTS A Stewards Committee will be set up to hear all protests which will be decided, if possible, before the rider/s concerned have their next race. All protests must be made to the Chief Steward, in writing, with the protest fee of £10.00 before being heard. An upheld protest will result in the return of the fee but should the protest be found to be unsubstantiated then it is at the discretion of the stewards committee as to whether the fee be returned or retained. Should a protest necessitate the examination of a machine then the protestor will also be liable for the cost of returning the machine to its pre-protest condition should the protest be found to be invalid.
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FIRST AID First Aid personnel attending the meeting do so on a voluntary basis and should be treated with

respect at all times. Should there be any occasion where the number of personnel present falls below that needed to ensure proper safety cover or should there be a need for all ambulances to leave the track the meeting will be halted until adequate cover is restored. Please assist First Aid personnel when asked to do so and help them to do their job efficiently.

START PROCEDURE The start will be by means of a drop down metal gate with a board to indicate approximately when the gate will drop. The Chief Starter will check that all riders are ready before stepping behind the line of the start. Once the Starter has moved behind the start, should a machine develop a fault, the race will not be delayed. Riders must come 'Under Starter's Orders' to be permitted to commence each race. All bikes will be walked to the start area.

NOISE Machines may be subject to a noise meter check and must comply with the current standard limits. Riders whose machines do not satisfy the noise limits will not be allowed to start a race. Should a machine lose or damage its silencer during a race causing excessive noise then a black flag will be shown at the lap scoring area and the rider's number displayed and the rider will be required to stop.

FIRE EXTINGUISHERS All riders/vehicles carrying fuel must carry a fire extinguisher of minimum requirement 1.5 kg dry powder or equivalent. The extinguisher must display the rider's name and be produced at scrutineering.

FLAG SIGNALS The following flag signals will be used:​

(These flags will be used in the lap scoring/finish only).

Any rider who fails to observe the flag signals and gains a positional advantage will lose all points for that race. Once the chequered flag has been shown and the first rider has crossed the line then a time limit of five (5) minutes will be allowed for the remaining riders to complete their last lap. Any rider not completing the course within the time limit may be scored as a non-finisher. Any rider found to have cut the course during the race will be scored as a non-finisher.
CAMPING – Camping fees of £5.00 per night per van/camper will be charged on arrival.
The organisers reserve the right to alter or repair the track should conditions necessitate. All riders and accompanying persons are requested to respect the land in use and not to deposit litter.
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
